The research questlonnaf-re conslsted of I parte, Flrst
waa 19 itens measuring personal, famlLy data and the oplnlons

about honos$nral .behavlor. second was 34 iterne f or f emaLe and

52 ltems for male measurLng homose:nral . behavlor. Ttrird was

27 itens rneaouring attitude toward homose:nral behavlor.
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Data rras analysed by percentage to denonstrate personal

data and the oplnlons about homosunral behavlor, Z-test to test
. the difference of 2 proporttons, *-teet to test the Linear

relatlonshtp and the dlfference of 3 proportions and t-test
and F-test, to test the dlfference of attltude-

the results were a9 follow :-

1. The students who had homoselnal behavlor

ithe'students who had homosexuar behavlor were 3.1%

whlch conslsted of 2.1+% female' and 0.77" male students. These

proportlons were significantly dlfferent at, the .05 leveL.
Focus on types of schooL, there were no dlfferent proportlons
of the students who had homosexual behavlor among J types of
school.

2- The factors whlch related to homosenral behavior

f, Fatherts seductiv.e characteristic, departure'from
the famlly, famlllar wlth homosexual, fatherts expressLon and

forbidding in having opposite sex frlend nere signtftcantly
related to the homosexual behavlor of female students at the

.05 level-

Slbllng relationship whlch closed to slster and

famiLlar with homosernral were signlflcantly related to homoeenral

behavior of male students at the .05 level.

3. Attltude toward homosexual behavlor
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The difference of attltude toward homosexuar

behavior between female and male students t as slgnlficant at
the .05 level. Focus on types of school, there was

slgnificantly dlfferent attltude toward homosexual behavlor
between the students in the co-educational schools and the
glrrs t school at the -05 r.ever-. There nas slgnlf icantr.y
dlfferent attitude toward homosexual behavior between male
students in the co-educational schools and the boysr schools
at the .05 level.

4. The opinions about homosexual behavior

Ttre flrst, regarding mess media, most students
(32.4%) recelved the messages about honosexual behavior from
movles- secondLy, regardlng, causes of homosexuarlty, most
etudents (26.4%) believed that cause of homosexuality lres

ldentificatlon among adolescents.
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
