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2)The factors associated to physical health in
the aged living in cosolidated area were sex, narital
status, occupation, salary and debt problen.

ciated to physical health were sex, a€€, maritar status,
education, and oecupation.

and faetors such as sex, marital status, occupation, debt
problem, status in fanily, kind of fanily and loss in
Iife.
