This résearch wes conducted toward the
knowledge. attitudé end prectice in trestment end preventién of
otitis media. ﬁith' 340 teachers of elementery school, end 31
school-heal£h"nurses in Bengkok metropolit;n qrea.wara‘used 85
sampie. " Three sé£ of questionnaire (know]édga » sttitude end

_practice) were esked end filled ﬁain1y~ by the writer.
Questlovnaire jtems were 25 knoﬁledgé. 30 sattitude end 11
precticing questions.

' CompérgtiQé. studies .between the two groups showed the
_better sgoﬁa of school-health nurses then teschers with
significent stetistic (p<0.001).,

Senior téachers wvho once or more hédrresponsibiliti to,
take esre otitis children , showed better aﬂtitude then the new
teachers (p<0.05).
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Teachers with +tesching experiences in teaching heslth
educstion responsed to ‘the better knowledge +than the 1less
experience group (p<0,05) .

Teechers who attended seminar (ear and hearing protection
course) showed better knowledge and attitude more then the
unattended group (p<0.01) while school-health nurses who attended
the same seminer (ear and hearing protection) showed higher ssore
in all 3 aspects than the unettended group (p>0.05).

Difference educaetionel 1level of tescher showed no
influences upon their knowledge , sttitude and practice. However
the resﬁlt founded that , nurses with certificate end diploma of
nursing showed better sttitude than bachelor degree nurses.

Knowledge , attitude and practice scores emonyg +teachers
were statisticelly signfficant (p<0.01 , p<0.001) but none in the
nurse - group.,

Result suggested the better training or specific trsining
in otitis media should be .added in school-health nurse and>
teacher for better prevention of otitis medis progrsm. This is
quité urgent in our country , especcislly in the poor area out .
