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Abstract

This study is to illustrate the effects of the characteristics
of the heads of health centers and other factors related to the
performan‘c‘gy. 4nvolving target achievement on new family . planning
accept.ors‘j., The informations were collected by questionnaires and
family pianning records 191 of which 174 heads of health centers who
have amwéred the questionnaires completly and also hold them continue

not less t.han one year in Udorn Thani province. The data was analysed



by percentage, t-test and multiple regression analysis. The results
showed that age of the heads of health centers, marital status and
duration of working in family planning did not effect the achievement
target for new acceptor. But the knowledge of family planning of the
heads of health centers, yearly income of the heads of health centers,
man power under supervision had significant association with the
results of new family planning acceptors. But sexes of the heads,
working duration in health services, number of village and population
under the responsibility of the health centers, and the working
satisfaction were not significantly associated with achieving the new
acceptor's target. Female sterilization (46.15 %) was the family

planning method of choice by most of the heads' family (88.46 %).
