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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to 'study the
ability of autistic children age 4 years 5§ months to 8
years 11 months to comprehend and name four kinds of nouns
namely : animals, objects, plants and food, and colors.
The subjects were ten autistic children who were able to
use speech at least 40 percent of total conversational
speech and their mean length of utterances was at least
one syllable word. These children were selected from
Yuwaprasartwaithayopathum Hospital, Mental Heath and Child
Guidance Center and Sataban Saengsawang Foundation. They
were administered a picture test. The test results
indicated that these autistic children were able to
comprehend 51.16 percent and name 24.47 percent of nouns
tested. Their ability to comprehend the nouns was greater
than their ability to express the names of pictures
tested. Moreover, it was shown that the subjects were
able to wunderstand and express the name of animals the

most. The rests were the names of things, food and plants



respectively. On the matter of other utterances the
autistic children used to substitute the nouns tested,
there were various kinds of words and phrases related to

the original nouns.
