ABSTRACT

Self-Care is one of +the most important components
in prevention of ahlnormal development among pregnant: women
and fetus. Therefore increasing pregnant women self-care abilities
should be the goal of nursing. Thus, the purpose of this research
was to examine the relationships among basic conditioning factors of
‘duration of education, income, 1life style, f amily system, gravida,
social support and self-care agency in pfegnant. women. The
purposive sample consisted of 150 pregnant women receiving care at
antenatal care department of Bhumibol Adulyadeg Hospital.
Self-care agency was measured by the pregnant women self-report on
- The Self-Care Agency Inventory developed by Samai Kanjanamayoun
(1990). The perceived social support was measured by The Social
Behavior Inventory developed by Brown (1986).

Results of the study indicated that self-care agency was
correlated with duration of education, income, family system, and
social support. When all basic conditioning factors and social
support were entered into the regression model to predict

self-care agency duration of education, family system and social

support. were significant predictors. All variables accounted for
22.4% of variance in self-care agency which was statistical

significant.

The findings seem to support the 'validity of Orem’s
conceptualization of factors related to self-care agency. The
limitations of this study, implications for practice and

suggestions for further study were recoimended.
