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Abstract

The purpose of this study were to develop the norms
of the Sixteen Personality Factor Questionnaire (Form A) in
general adult population in Bangkok and to compare the
difference of sixteen personality factors between males and
females. The sample was consisted of 362 males and 349

females. The ages were over 25 years. The instrument



employed in this study was The Sixteen Personality Factor
Questionnaire (Form A). These obtained data were analyzed by
using t-test, the sten score was proposed to construct each

factor score norm.

The results of the study.were HE

Males and females subjects were different in mean
score of these personality factors -

1. Factor A (Reserved-Outgoing)

2. Factor B (Low Intelligence - High Intelligence)

3. Factor F (Sober and Serious - Happy.Go Lucky)

4. Factor H (Shyness - Bold and Venturesome)

5. Factor 1 (Tough Minded - Tender Minded)

6. Factor M (Practical - Imaginative)

7. Factor N (Genuine and Forthright - Astute and Shrewd)
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
