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ABSTRACT

This thesis is an attempt to present a phonological analysis of Akha, a
Tibeto-Burman language as spoken in Pa-kha-suk-jai village, Tambol Mae-Sa-
Long-Nok, King Amphur Mae-Fa-Luang, Chiangrai Province.

The thesis is divided into 6 chapters. The first chapter is an introduction.
The second chapter analyzes the intonation group. The third chapter analyzes the
phonological word. The forth chapter analyzes syllable. The fifth chapter analyzes
phonemes. And the sixth chapter is the conclusion and suggestions for further
study. Moreover, there is one appendix that presents 1,646 word lists of Akha
in Pa-kha-suk-jai village.

From the study, there are 28 consonants, 13 vowels, 5 tones, 2 types of
intonation, 4 types of word structure and 1 type of syllable structure.

In addition, this study shows that Akha language in Pa-kha-suk-jai village
is similar to other languages of Tibeto-Burman as :there is no final consonant,
/j/is a cluster consonant and tone is the significant characteristic of this
language.

In comparison of two dialects, Pu-li and Pa-kha-suk-jai, shows that they
are very similar-as present in chapter 6.
