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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to investigate problens ,
limitations, and trend in applying The Wechsler Memory Scale-Revised
Test to Thai aging people in order to study memory functions
and to compare memory ability of normal aged people discriminated
by their age range and educational level. The subjects were
20 aged people, 18 men and 14 women, sampling ffom The Age Club of
Charoen Krung Pracharak Hospital. The 1987°s Wechsler Memory
Scale-Revised Test was a research instrument of the study.
The data was statistically analysed by wusing F-Test (One-

Way ANOVA).

The results revealed that different aged and educational-
level groups of people had no significant memory in every memory
index at the .05 level. It was found that there only uas‘signifi—
cant difference in different educational-level aged people ’s
Attention/Concentration Index aspect,. Some suggestions in

applying The Wechsler Memory Scale-Revised Test were presented
