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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this cross-sectional study are to determine
perceived self efficacy in AIDS preventive behaviors and efficacy of
behaviors’ outcomes correlated with AIDS preventive behaviors  and
negative HIV infection.

The total of 214 samples was selected. purposively from
brothels prostitntes and indirect prostitutes attended the V.D.
clinics at the Provincial Health offices, Chiangrai and Payao
during December 1992 to January 1993. The data were gathered by
constructed interview. '

The results showed that perceived self efficacy in AIDS
preventive behaviors has a significantly positive correlation with
the efficacy of behaviors’ outcomes and it has a significantly
positive ' correlation with AIDS preventive behaviors (p-value <0.05).
The statistical non-significant association between both levels

of perception and negative HIV infection are presented.



Type of commercial sex worker, age , age at first .sexual
experience as a commercial sex worker and income were associations
with perceived self efficacy and efficacy of behaviors’outcomes.
These socio-economic and demographic factors were statistically
significant with both levels of perception(p-value<0.05).

It is suggested to improve a campaign and control programes
on AIDS j;especially condom use among commercial sex workers and sex
partners. The emphasis must be placed on brothels prostitutes who haye
old age, age at first sexual experience as a commercial sex workers

and low income.
