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ABASRACT

The objective of this .research was to compare mother s
knowledge,attitude and recording performance in Mathernal and Child
Health Booklet between a group of mothers who were educated using
videotape and wmothers who were exposed to & set of planned
instructions. This study was field - experimental research. The sample
consists of 120 wothers who delivered babies ‘at Health Promotion
Center Region 10 Chaingmai, during October - December 1992. They were
randomly &allaocated to group 1 and group 2 , matched by education and
occupation. The 1= group was educated using videotape and the
2™ group was educated using 8 set of planned instructions. Methods
of collecting data were interviewing on knowledge , attitude and
recording about child heapth development in Matﬁernal and Child

Health Booklet. For each subject , data was callected twice s



on discharge day and at the end of the 4"h month after delivery.

The result ‘ indicated that, after being educated,
mother's knowledge and recording performance in Maternal and
Child Health Booklet of the two groups were not statistically
different. but mother's attitude about Maternal and Child Health
Booklet of the 2“d group was significantly better than the l-t group
(p-value = 0,001). In both group , mother's knowledge and attitude
sbout, Maternal and Child Health Booklet at the past test were
significantly hetter than the pre test (p-value = 0.0001).

The result of this study can be used as a guideline far
improving the pastpartum health education particularly on the
utilization of Maternal and Child Health Booklet &8s a home bhased

record and self care.
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
