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ABSTRACT

The main objective of this thesis is to study the overall
picture of child problem behaviors of the normal 6-11 year-old
children in bangkok semi-urban communities by the direct observation
method. The observation focuses on the prevalence, severity,
patterns of problems, including sex discrimination, age groups and
school types comparing to the existing problem behaviors. Totally 54

samples, 27 boy-pupils and 27 girl-pupils represent the whole pupils



. in a public school, a private school and a catholic school. To
research all objectives pf this study, the dirgct observation forn,
which translated and adapted from Child Behavior Checklist,
CBCL--Direct Observation Form (DOF), 1981 by Thomas M.Achenbach and
Craig Edelbrock 1978 and 1983, is being used. The obtained data is
analyzed by using percentage, mean score, standard deviation, t-test

and F-test.
The major findings of this study are as follows :

1. The prevalence of clearly observed behavior problems is low.
The mean score is less than 1.

2. The severity of clearly observed behavior problems is at the low
level. The highest mean score is 1.093

3. The sampling group has the behavior problems thét explicitly
defined and /or clearly observed more than. the behavior
problems considered by the observer's global judgements and
general impression

4. The sampling group has more externalizing ar undercontrolled
behavior problem than internalizing or overcontrolled one.

5. The mean score of boy and girl-pupils is not different or
both identically have a small number of behavior problems

6. The behavior problems in younger pupils are higher than
those in older pupils.

7. The pupils in the private school have the behavior problems

more than those in the public and catholic school.



8. These following items have different mean score of behavior
problems that is each variable is different significantly at

the statistical level of .05

- The boy-pupils have the problem behavior of
apathetic, unmotivated or won't try more than the
girl-pupils

- The boy-pupils have the problem behavior of show-off
or clowns more than the girl-pupilé |

- The boy-pupils have the problem behavior of yaﬁns
more than the girl-pupils

= The mean score of behavior problem "doesn't sit still”
of the 6-7 year-old pupils is more than that in 10-11
year-old pupils.

- The mean score of problem behavior "teases” in 8-9
year-old pupils is more than that in 6-7 and 10-11
years of age.

= The mean score of behavior problem "eats, drinks,
chews, mouths or sucks things that are not food"™ in 6-7
year-old pupuils is more than that in 8-9 and 10-11
years of age.

- The mean score of problem behavior "gets bullied by
other children" in 8-9 and 10-11 year-old pupils is
more than that in 6-7 years of age.

- The mean score of problem behavior "impatient” in 8-9



year-old pupils is more than that in 6-7 and 10-11
years of age.

The mean score of problem behavior "talks when not

supposed to" in 6-7 and 8-9 year-old pupils is more
than that in 10-11 years of age.

The mean score of problem behavior "self-conscious or

easily embarrassed” in 10-11 year-old pupils is more
than that in 6-7 and 8-9 years of age.

The mean score of problem behavior "doesn't sit still"”

of the pupils in the private school is more than that
in the public school.

The mean score of problem behavior "worrying" of the

pupils in the catholic school is more than that in the

public school and the private school.
