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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to investigate the prevalence of

homosexual behaviors, some factors relating to homosexual behaviors
and adolescent students’ attitude toward homosexual behaviors in the
Educational Region Four. This region covers five provinces: Ranong,
Phuket, Phungkya, Krabi and Trang which are located in southern part
»of Thailand

The research data was collected from 891 adolescent students
(male: 424; female: 467) who were studying at second semester in the
year 1988 in high schools and vocational schools of the Educat.ional
Region Four in Thailand. Percentage, Frequency Distribution,
Chi-square, T-Test and Analysis of Variance were used for analysis of
data.



The result are as followed:-

1. The statistical prevalence of homosexual behaviors of
adolescent. students in the Educational Region Four:-

1.1 The study revealed that 3.4 % of the adolescent
students showed homosexual behaviors (female: 4.7 %, male: 1.9 %) and
15.2 % of samples were at high risk of homoséxual tendency. It
showed significant diff erence in the percentage of homosexual
behaviors that female students were higher than male students.

1.2 There was statistically significant difference that
the homosexual behaviors in girl schools were most prevalent, but in

_co-educational and boy schools were lesser in similar rate respectively.

1.3 The finding revealed no significant difference in any

type of schools for homosexual behaviors prevalence.
2. The factors relating to homosexual behaviors:-

2.1 Some factors which significantly related to homosexual

behaviors in female students were as followed:-

The characteristics of their fathers were unrespectful and
giving less time. Their parents’ roles were not equal. They were not
helpful between siblings. Most of the students had past experience
of seperation from families (staying at schools and private domitories)

and their close friends mostly were homsexual.



2.2 Some factors which signif icantly related to homosexual
behaviors in male students were as followed:-

The majority of the students were studying in the second
and the third year of vocationa schools. Most of them were the
yongest in siblings and the proporﬁion of brothers was more than
sisters. They usually closed to sisters more than brothers. Their
parents were weak and submissive. Their fathers usually had conflict
with t.heir sons. While their mbt.hers treated their sons as daughters
and always had conflict or quarrelled with their couples. In addition
that their mothers had more power for making decision among their
families. Mothers® occupation usually related to management or

administration and mostly their close f riends were homosexual.
3. The attitude toward homosexuality

Female students had a more positive attitude toward
homosexuality than male students. The percentage of positive attitude
in girl schools was the highest. But the percentage of positive
attitude in boys school was lesser. In each sex group, there was no
significant difference among any type of schools. Furthermore the
students who showed homasexual behaviors had significantly more
positive attitude toward homosexuality than those who did not have
such kind of these behaviors.



4. Some opinion concerning homosexuality

Most adolescence perceived homosexuality via mass media

such as journals, magazines, newspapers and movies. Furthermore they

believed that the major cause of homosexuality for current Thai

society was lacking certain experience of heterosexual relationship.
