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SEXUAL BEHAVIORS AND ATTITUDE OF ADOLESCENT STUDENTS
: A CASE STUDY ON HOMOSEXUAL BEHAVIOR IN THE EDUCATIONAL REGION TWO
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ABSTRACT

The stu&y was designed to investigate homosexual behaviors,
factors which correlated to homosexual behavior and attitude
toward homosexuality of adolescent students. The research data was
collected from 832 adolesqent'students ifemale:451 ; male:381) who
were studying in high schools and vocational schools in the
Educational Region Two of Thailand. The study was Qonducted during
the second semester of the B.E. 2531 (1988) acadamic &ear.

The research questionnaires consisted of 3 sections:
demographic data,measuring the sexual behaviors and méasuring attitude
toward homosexuality. The statistical procedures used were: frequency

distribution, percentage, chi-square and t-test.



The study revealed that 2.4 # of adolescent students showed
homosexual behaviors and 15.6 % were at high risk of homosexual
behavior tendency. There was not significant difference between the
numbers of female and male students (female : 1.8 % » ale 0.6 %)

Factors which significantly correlated lwith homosexual
behaviors in male students were as followed: the expression of father
and mother toward the student,father treated like daughter, the
helping between siblings, acquaintance with other homosexuals and
strictness of having girl friends. There were no factors, in female
students, which significantly correlated with homosexual behaviors.

There was significantly difference of the students’ attitude,
in the sexual groups and religion groups, toward homosexuality. The
female students had more positive attitude than male students. In
religion groups, non muslim students had more positive attitude than
muslim students.

The findings of this study suggest that most adolescent
students perceived homosexuality via mass media i.e. movies.
Furthermore they believed that the major cause of homosexuality was
identification among the adolescents. The majority of homosexual
behaviors group believed that the sexual experience with the same sex

and satisfaction was the major cause.
