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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the problen

behavior in sctrool children eged 6-ll. The sauple consisted of 54

elementary school children, 2z boys and 27 girls, fron 3 elerentary

sclpols in nanekok during the academic year 1990. Ttre Child Behovior

checklist, Direct observaticn Forn (ctscl-DoF) was used. Ttre cBCL-DoF

consisted of 111 items. Seventy-six itens were ttpse cleary observed

behaviors and thirty-five itens were those problen behaviors that

required global judgenent and generel impressions. Statistical analysis

was trrerforned by using SPSS software program. Mean score, standard

deviation, t-test and F-test were calculated at the level of

significance = 0.05.
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The results were as follow:

1. only 66 fron 111 itens were rated. As o groupr two itens

were rated as very sligfit or ambiguous behavior. The items were

"easily distracted" and trfidgetting". The rest of then were rated as

non-obsenred behavior .

2. Boys strowed rcre "doesnrt sit still, restless or

ffircractive" behavior than girls and shosed overall level of problen

behavior nore often than girls.

Girls stwed nore prosocial behavior in giving or sharing

than boys

3. Those children aged G7 years showed rcre rdoesnrt sit
still, restless or hyperactive" behavior rryhen conpared to those

children aged 8-9 and 10-11 years.

Those children aAed G7 years showed undercontrolled problen

behavior nore often than 10-11 yeors but stloned mre helping others

behavior when contrrared to those children aged g-9 and 10-11 years.
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
