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FACTORS ASSOCIATED WITH MOTORCYCLE ACCIDENT
AMONG HIRED MOTORCYCLISTS
IN SAMUTSAKORN PROVINCE
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ABSTRACT

A cross-sectional study on risk factors associated with prevalence of accident among
the hired motorcyclists in Samutsakorn province was conducted among 735 respondents
(hired motorcyclists) along high way. The respondents were interviewed with the

questionnaire for the risk factors associated with occurrence of the motorcycle accident.

The finding showed that; prevalence rate of accident among the hired motorcyclists
. was 49.9% . Most of accident (89.9%) happened without passenger. The factors found to be
associated with the accident were driving as the main job, duration of driving more than
one year ,driving more than 8 hours and more than 100 kms. per day , hearing problem ,
low level of attitude and behavior in accident prevention , speed driving more than 60
kms.per hr. , lack of routine motorcycle check up and poor environmental conditions of
high way and road. This study suggested provision of eyes and' ears examination for the
hired motorcyclists ,revision of the legal speed limit to reduce the maximum limit to 60
kms.per hr., education to the drivers for safety drive and waming of the current accidents

as well as improvement of the high way conditions.
