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ABSTRACT

A Case-Control Study was conducted to identify factors related
to regularity of attendance to treatment, among essential hypertensive
patients, in 6 hospitals of Singburi Province. The cases were 120
‘regular attendant and controls were 120 irregular attendant. Data were
collected by structured interview using questionnare. Multiple Logistic
Regression was used for conclusive analysis. The results revealed that
self-care factors, perception of less barrier, and knowledge of
hypertension were related to regularity of attendance to treatment.
75.15 % of regular attendants were those with good level of self-care,

perceived less barrier and had good level of knowledge on hypertension.
