HIV-infected mothers are either sick persons or at high-risk to illness while they must
keep on working like other healthy mothers. HIV-infected mothers with role taking can lead to role
stress and role satisfaction. The purpose of this study is to describe role stress and role satisfaction,
level of role stress and role satisfaction and investigate the relationships among role involvement,
physical health, child’s health perceptions and role stress and role satisfaction in HIV-infected mothers.
One hundred HIV-infected mothers were recruited from two tertiary hospitals in Bangkok. The data
were obtained through semi-structured questions and close-ended questionaires. Analytic approaches
were content analysis, Pearson s Product Moment Correlation and stepwise multiple regression.

The findings demonstrate that role stress of HIV-infected mothers was related to child's
health problems, no support provided, marital relation problems, poor husband’s behaviors, no working
jobs, econiomical problems and being in extended family problems. Role safisfaction was related to
being provided, working with high income and appreciated in working jobs. The study revealed more
role satisfaction ( ;(-iS.D.=20.0913.97)thanmlesuus( ;iSD.= 1022 + 4.83) with highest
satisfaction in matemal role ( )_(i SD. =921 + 1.42) and highest stress in wifery role ( ;iS.D.=
4.56 + 2.56). No significant relationship was found between role involvement, physical health and role
stress (r=.199;r=-.168) but significant relationship was found between child’s health perceptions
and role stress (r = -265, P < .01), also role involvement, physical health, child’s health perceptions
and role satisfaction (r = 309, P < 001 ; r = 291, P < 01 ; r = 261, P < .01). Child’s health
perceptions explained 7.0 % of variance in role stress (P < .01). Role involvement and physical health
explained 15.6 % of variance in role satisfaction (P < .01).

The result suggests that promoting child’s physical health and maternal health, encouraging
HIV-infected mothers to rear their child-infants and working with good beneficial profits could

empower them, leading to less role stress and more role satisfaction.
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
