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The objective of this research was to study factors affecting the knowledge, attitude,
and practice, regarding the consumption of recycled products by primary school teachers in
Bangkok metropolitan. The research sample consisted of 360 primary school teachers
from Bangkok metropolitan. This group was divided into three sample groups, according to the
teachers’education organizations : the Office of Bangkok Metropolis Division, the Office of
The National Primary Education Commission, and the Office of The Private Education
Commission. The study was conducted using a survey questionaire about knowledge, attitude,

and practice.

The results of the study indicated that the experience of receiving information about
recycled products had a positive correlation with knowledge about recycled products (at 0.05).
The main source of information is television. Age and knowledge also affect attitude towards
recycled products consumption (at 0.05). The teachers between 20-39 years old have more
positive attitude than teachers more than 40 years old. However, practice did not demonstrate a
correlation with the consumption of recycled products. The study recommends that more
knowledge should be given to teachers to encourage positive attitude and improve practice

regarding the consumption of recycled products.
