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This thesis is a study of an operational field trip for elementary school children. A
trip was arranged for sixty-three Pathom 5 pupils from Wat Chanasongkram School and Wat
Puranawad School. Before the trip, problems about field trip arrangement were studied. The
data were collected from two traget schools : sixteen administrators and fourteen teachers who
teach experience classes. The study found that the economic problem was the most important
aspect of field trip arrangement, especially bus expense. This is because the schools are far
from the studied area. So, most of the help the séhools wanted was bus support and help in

communicating with the destination.

For the operational field trip, the researcher brought the pupils to study cultural places
in Nakhorn Pathom province. The researcher recevived good co-operation from the school
community and frém many organisations in providing the budget, lectures and safety
monitoring.All pupils joined in organized activities and were enthusiastic to learn.
Pupils’ knowledge evaluation had high scores, 95-100%. Pupils were very satisfied with local
resources, the lectures and entertainment. Over 90% pupils liked to learn away from the

classroom.

This way of arranging the field trip could be one among those which can be chosen by

schools. The trip could be a good activity for elementary school pupils. This way of trip

organizing can also be good for family trips.
