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This research aims to study the functions, history, instruments, ensemble and form
and analyse the effect on the way of life of Lampang people. The Qualitative method is used

for this study.

The research result shows it has been found that Tokseng ensemble has the roles of
leading processions and serving in Buddhist rituals and auspicious ceremonies. The Tokseng
ensemble has an influence from India Culture. The instruments are composed of 2 Naes
(shawns), 2 kinds of drums (Klong Talodpod and Klong Ell), 2 gongs and 2 cymbals (large
and small). Most instruments belong to the temple. The musicians play the music for merit
making. There are two genres of music; Pleng Hae Tokseng and Pleng Hae Dum-Hua. Both

have slow tempo, used hexachord and change of mode in melodic line (Metabole).

Due to changes in economic and social conditions, Tokseng Ensemble has
deteriorated. These are only 3 shawn musicians who can perform Pleng Hae Dum-Hua and
most shawn musicians cannot correctly perform the whole piece of Pleng Hae. Sometime
Tokseng ensemble perform without shawn. In some cases recorded Tokseng ensemble is

played instead.
