The construction of a gallery at Silpakorn University for exhibition of ceramic art is
inappropriate. The building was a former residency of the Thai Royal Family. Its style is a
mixture between Thai traditional style and Neo-Renaissance. The main hall of this building has
nui been designed for being an exhibition space, and thus it is difficult to set three dimensional art
works.

The exhibition in a shopping trade center was arranged to solve the problem of art
presentation in Silpakorn University by adjusting space to be suitable for the works. The works
had been selected by author himself. This was the easiest way to promote art among pedestrians
in Thailand.

The result of exhibition arrangement in the shopping trade center brings us to suggest
two points. Firstly, in the shopping trade center there should be a space for a gallery (any kind of
art work : painting, sculpture, etc.) which can enormously support the ideas of artists. Secondly,
the shopping trade center had a wide space with a lot of shops, trolleys, noise, etc. and these were
obstacles to art perception. The ways to solve these problems are to use more complex light, good
use of discord and good mobility of objects.

The author also suggests that graphic design works be designed for presentation at art
exhibition in public space. The graphic design will have important roles in giving information,

communicating the ideas and making people interested and appreciate works of art.
