The thesis is a study of the role of Ven. Phrathepsimaphon in rural
development, particularly of Nakhonratchasima Province. A study focuses on Ven.
Phrathepsimaphon, the Sangha leader of Nakhonratchasima province, who used
his position to influence the Sangha in his province to support the rural development
programs at various levels in accordance to the Buddhist Sangha Act B.E. 2535
(section 15, sub-section 3).

The results of the study show that the goal of Ven. Phrathepsimaphon is
human development. By providing educational opportunities, one has the ability
to think, to do, and to knows how to solve one’s own problems. The strategies of
rural development put emphasis on being in agreement with the Sangha and
government policy, and not against the disciplines of the Tripitaka. The factors that
support Ven. Phrathepsimaphon’s development are : (1) Human relationships — the
ability to work cooperatively together. (2) Work — suitability for work requires
knowing one’s own abilities and possessing the necessary self-confidence to
undertake various tasks. (3) Planning — generally knowledge and intelligence are
necessary to work efficiently within the plan of the program. Further results show
that the outstanding points of his developmental strategies are the integration of
Buddha’s Teaching and local culture in his projects. There is coordination among
individuals and any gain is for the group, not self. The weak points are that Ven.
Phrathepsimaphon’s ideas and policies are not always understood, therefore, the
local Sangha organization can not totally to support his development projects.
