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The objective of this research is to study observe how students of polytechnic colleges
lean music and successful music teaching activities for polytechnic colleges students is in four
areas, based on the opinions of all music instructors in polytechnic colleges. Data was collected
using a questionnaire and analyzed the using

. . ’f‘he instructors of music activities of polytechnic colléges, Polytechnic Education
Section, Department of Vocational Education, responded to the questionnaire with 5 evaluation
ranges. Then statistics analysis was used.

The results for this research are as follows :

(1) Teaching Activities : Most instructors primarily demonstrate music to their
students individually or collectively depending on their skills. Teachers rarely take their students
to music performances.

(2) Teaching Materials: Most instructors’ lesson plans are based on books or
textbooks written by western educators. Instructors rarely take part in initiating their teaching
materials.

(3) Musical Instruments and Music Room : Most of the instructors demonstrate how
to use each instrument before the practice. Teachers regularly have students responsible for
keeping the instrument and the room in good condition. A lack of instruments is a basic problem
in many cdlleges.

(4) Grades and Evaluation : Most instructors evaluate the success of each student’s
learning by observing their skills and behavior. A small number of instructors evaluate and grade
their students as a whole regarding the success of the group instead of the of an individual.

One of general suggestions of this research is that professional development in music
instructors in polytechnic colleges in needed. This could be done as follows; promoting and
supporting instrictors for training, seminars and workshops on music teaching activities. An
increase in budget for instrument and teaching materials in necessary for the success of teaching

activities of music as well.
