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FACTORS INFLUENCING CONDOM USE AMONG VOCATIONAL
EDUCATION MALE STUDENTS IN BANGKOK
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ABSTRACT

This survey research intended to study the relationship of predisposing factors
enabling factors and reinforcing factors that influencing the condom use among
vocational male students. The samples included 310 vocational male students
who have experience of sexuwal intercourse at Dusit Technical College,
Meanburee Technical College, Donmuang Technical College, Chetupon
Commercial College , ﬁangna Commercial College and Bangkok Art and Craft
College. The data was collected during Fabuary ls‘t - 28m, 1996 by using
structured  questionaire and analyzed by percentage, mean, standard diviation,
Pearson s product moment comelation coefficient and stepwised multiple
regression.

Most of the sample, 64.5%, occasionally used the condoms while
24.2% never used and only 11.3% always used. The condoms were mostly used

with  prostitutes, secondly with nonroutine partners and seldom used with routine



partners. Most of them , 97.7%, had ever intercoursed with prostitutes. In this
group, 89.5% always used condoms with prostitutes, 4.6% occasionally used and
5.9% never used.

Factors that associated with the condom use among the students are
attitude to condom - wse, perception of susceptibility to sexual transmitted
disease(STD) and AIDS , perception of seriousness of STD and AIDS,
availability of condoms , cost of condoms , occupation of partners, the
condom use among closed friends, support from partners and advice from
parents or teachers.

Factors that have not associated with the condom use are income,
knowing about STD,AIDS and condoms, perception of the benefits of condom
use, freedom and number of partners.

Independent variables that influence the condom use compose of
support from partners, occupation of partners, perception of susceptibility to
STD and AIDS and cost of condom. The first three variables have significant
positive influence while the cost of condom has significant negative
influence. These influencial variables could predict the condom usc comrectly
by 54%.

The results of this study could be used as a guideline to improve
sex education course, counseling and strategy for increasing condom use.
Namely, the sex education should emphasize about the perception of susceptibility
and seriousness of STD and AIDS, unwanted pregnancy , positive attitude to
condoms and include giving information about condom to female students.

Moreover , the role of the parents as a counsellor should also be increased.
