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ABSTRACT

This thesis is an attempt to present the phonological
analysis of Arakanese Burmese as spoken in Sittwe City, Arakan State,
Burma.

The thesis is devided into 7 chapters. The first chapter is an
introduction. The second -chapter is the intonation sgroup. The
phonological word, the syllable and phonemes are in chapters 3,4,5
respectively. The sixth chapter is the comparision between Thinganyun,
Rangoon Burmese and Arakanese Burmese. The seventh chapter is the
conclusion and suggestion for further studies.

From the study, there are 34 consonants, 21 vowels and 3 tones.
There are 3 types of syllables: presyllable, minor syllable and amajor

svllable.
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There are four types of phonological words: menosyllabic words,

disyllabic words,trisyllabic. word and tetrasyllabic word.

Intonation is caused by tone of the final syllable of a statement

either falling or rising.
