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The objectives of this research were to study the relationship between love -oriented types

of child rearing practices, selFconcepts, social zupport and adjustnent in early adolescent

students. This study was a descriptive research

The sample group consisted of 900 high school students under the jurisdiction of the

Departrrent of General Education, Bangkok Metropolian area. The data were collected by self-

report questionnaires. The SPSS program was applied to analyze data.

The results showed that females can adjust befter than males do. High achievers can adjust

better than low achievers. Love +riented types of child rearing practices, self--concept and social

support has positive significant correlation with adjushent.The result demonstrates that the love-

oriented type ofchild rearing practices and self-concept can predict the adjusfrnent ofthe general

grouP, male groups, female groups and the low achiever groups. Horvever, high achievers with

only love --oriented type of child rearing can be used for predicting the adjustnent.

Furttrennore, it was found that the interaction between selFconcept and social support to

adjustment showed that adolescents who have negative self-concepts but have high social support

could adjustbetterthan adolescents who have low social support levels did. For adolescents who

have low social support but have a positive self -concept, the findings demonstrated that they will

have better adjustnent than negative self --concept people. Therefore, adolescents should

develops selFconcepts to know and understand their abilities. Also, other family members and

society could give opportunities to adolescents to gain new knowledge and experience support in

all aspects.
