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This research aimed at studying the problems involved in the learning atmosphere including physical
environment which effected satisfaction in the process of leaming music and drama for students at
Triamudomsuksanomklao School. Students sex, results (grades), level, curriculum learning activities,
instructoxs and leaming environment were the variables which were determined to effect on students satisfaction
levels. 435 junior high school students were the sample in this study. A Rating Scale Questionnaire was used to
coliect data. This was analyzed using the computer program SPSS/PC+. Percentile Rank. Mean and standard
deviation were employed to analyze curriculum, learning activities, instrﬁctors and classroom environment .
Satisfaction in learning Art and functional life topic were analyzed by students individual t - test , F - test and
sheffe’ s method.

The results mdlcated four aspects 1) cumcu]um 2) lw.rmng actwm&e 3) instructor and ,
4) classroom envuonment ata h:gh Ievel w1th the hlghest level in the aspect of classroom environment . Sex
had a significant difference in students’ s satisfaction at 0.05 level. Learning activities were also at 0.05.
There were no significant differents curriculum, instructor , regards to classroom environment. Result was
significant in students’ s satisfaction at 0.05 level. Students had significant difference in the aspect of
curriculum and learning activities at 0.05 level. But two aspects there were not different, instructor and
classroom environment. There was significant difference in student’ s satisfaction at 0.05 level. In
considering each aspect it was found that the students had significantly different satisfaction at 0.05 in three
aspects 1)curriculum 2)learning 3)activity and instructor. But there was no difference in the aspect of classroom

environment,

This results suggest 1) That the fifth area in Bangkok school adopt a standart curriculum 2) That a study of
teacher of satisfaction be undertaken to determine this effect on student learning and 3)That the effects of the

schoo] environment on different levels of study be reviewed.
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
