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A Study Of Krachappi in Cuitural And Musical Context.
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Abstract

Krachappi Is a kind of plucking instrument which is not well
known among the Thali people. Because of the name “PI*, which
indicates the blowing of air from the mouth to play Krachappl. Some
people have misunderstanding that it is a kind of wind Instrument.
Historical evidence shows that it had an important role in Thai classical
music.

The purpose of this research was to study the history of
Krachappi, its role as well as Its musical context. Historical study,
interviews with a Thal classical music instructor, and Krachappl players
were used in research methodology.

The study showed that Krachappl has a cultural influence from
India through Indonesia and Kampuchia. Krachappi played an important
role in high class society, the king and his loyalists used it to entertain
themselves in the king's office. Krachappi is smaller in size than in the
past, and has different names, such as Pin and Shu-oung. At present,



Krachappi has a lesser role among high class society; but it is still
exists in daily life the from of Pin and Shu-oung.

The arrangement of woicings In perfect fourths and perfect
fifths will create good harmony. Moreover, how to play the Krachappi

and its melody progression are similar to the Cha-ke.
