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ABSTRACT

teaching music in private schools and finding solutions to the problems. The researcher has
chosen SIAM KOLAKARN MUSIC SCHOOL, SUPAKARN MUSIC SCHOOL AND
CHINTAKARN MUSIC SCHOOL by studying problems and solutions only in instruments
such as piano electone guitar and drums. All information gathered are done by Participate
Observation and In-depth Interview of music teachers,students,parents,school managers and
administrative staff in the music institute mentioned above. Data are then checked and
analyzed by Quality Research

Fram this research,problems of physiology,aesthetics and technics in learning and
teaching music have been identified. very young students with short fingers develop aching
joints due to the force put on the keys;create difficulty in practicing and end up quitting in
a short while. Problem of aesthetics is due to the fact that students are usually forced to
learn highly classical music andtherefore,create boredom. Problems of technics are
forexample,playing piano in the style of Jazz,guitar beginners develop painful fingers and
difficulty in using four fingers to [couple / copple] certain chords ; tuning the instrument by
ear ; concentrating and controlling emotions when taking lesson in a large room with
several other students at the same time ; coordinating the hands the fingers and the foot
when playing the organ ; controlling rhythm and force on the feet and the
hands,especially for left handed drummers.

Data gathered from field survey shows different reasons by students take music

lesson. Some students just followed the peers. same wanted to improve their talents. A few



took music out of love for it.many are forced by their parents. others wanted to be like their
role model(superstar) or only because the teacher is good looking.On the other hand there
are also several reasons why students quit.Some quit because of the improper behavior of
the teach.Other may be due to environmental factors such as long traveling distant from
home to school,no time to practice,or financial reasons.

Solution to instrumentation and solution to general problems are discussed in
Chapter 4. Problems may be solued by special training lessons,analizing harmony and

adapting the environment to a better learning and teaching music.
