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Petchaburi local art has an identity that developed from Dvaravati, Ayuttaya to the
Rattanakosin period. Between 1857-1957 the Petchaburi art scene witnessed a number of local
artists who produced a vaﬁety of works. One of these artists was Mr. Pin Infahsaeng who worked
continuously for more than 50 years, 1895-1972.

This thesis focuses on his biography, works, concepts of works as well as the factors
influencing his works. This case study used documents, oral history and anthropological concepts
to research and explain the development of his art and how it related to his society and culture.

The results of this study show that an artist’s success is determined by social and cultural
changes that create an appropriate environment for creativity, inciuding development of their
talents from childhood. The concepts of Mr. Pin’s works were influenced by 1. the school of
Petchaburi, and the school of Krua Inkong, 2. the concepts which he created by himself and 3. the
concepts which were influenced by the social and cultural changes of his time. At that time
Petchaburi local art was in a period of competition. The school maintained its own character as
the artists developed their works in their own way and responded to the periods social and cultural
change.

This study serves as an example of a case study approach developed through apphcauon of]
document research, oral history and anthropological concepts.
