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Song is one of the performing music ars that communicate by word, melody and
rhythm. The objective of this research is to study the plot of narrative, the element of narrative
and the style of narrative of the@yricb by Rawee Kangsangmk

Qualitative methods w'e;e used to conduct thlS research. Field studies conducted
between 1999-2001 and documentary research was used to collect data.

The research shows that the plot of lyrics in song by Rawee Kangsanarak has a
storyline , the plot of melody includes : a section A, section B, section C, section D, a Solo and a
Chorus. The sections have the same melody that include section Al, section A2, ... . In some
songs there are some sections that are influenced by fashion and Western music. The storyline of
the narrative includes 7 episodes : 1. exposition 2. inciting moment 3. developing conflict/ tension
4. climax 5. denouement 6. final suspense 7. Conclusion.

The element of narrative word in song by Rawee Kangsanarak uses the point of view of
the singer as the first person and third person. The vocalist is the narrator that expresses sensation
and emotion to communicate to the audience sentimentalism and emotionalism with the song. The
writer uses figures of speech that are both concrete and abstract to communicate to the listener, to
clearly help their imagination because direct language may not commumicate this suggestion.
There are many figures of speech including metaphor, simile, synecdoche, metonomy, etc.

We found the style of narrative in lyrics by Rawee Kangsanarak presents teenage culture
with a (1) style that is Casual, that is spoken language including : non-principle language, slang
words and English (2) a style that is intimate between the sender and the reciever such as a relative
or intimate friend. There are special vocabulary groups that use substitution by zero and tone.
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
