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The objective of this research is to study teaching of sight-reading to the
intermediate piano students.

The analysis was on factors that created problems in teaching/learning
music. Qualitative research methods were used in collecting and analyzing the data.

The findings were that in teaching of sight-reading there were problems in
terms of concept and value, teaching plan, teaching method, materials and teaching
aids, and pattern of evaluation. Those problems occurred because of the concepts
and policies of tutors and foreign music institutes, administration system, teaching
system, and the tutors themselves. Therefore, solutions of these problems should be
divided into 2 groups, short and long term solutions.

From the study we would suggest that in the short term the school
administrators should have experts observe and give suggestion to the tutors.
Teaching of Rhythmic Pattern ought to be of primary concern before playing by
sight-reading. Improvisation should be taught and practiced. There should be
practice of techniques in the pieces before performing. Timing should be increased.
Teaching plans, study of the pieces before performing should be done. Teaching
plans should be written in the form of 4 short plans in 1 month and used regularly.
Training for evaluation of piano teaching and workshops on teaching of sight-
reading for the piano is necessary and should be done continuously. Longer term
solutions are also recommended. Tutors and administrators should place more
emphasis on the importance of teaching sight -reading. Courses on teaching of sight-
reading should be fixed as a compulsory course for students majoring in the piano.
There should be programs in performance and pedagogy at bachelors, masters and
doctoral levels, so that tutors will be able to study and conduct research on teaching
the piano. There should also be material used for teaching / learming of sight -reading
by using computer music programs in teaching regularly.
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
