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This research has been done to study Popular Ensemble Activities in High
schools under Department of General Education, Chanthaburi during the year
2000-2001. The purpose of this research is to study musician’s and singer’s
audition process and factors that have an impact on popular ensemble success. The
interview form was based on the study of pilot schools used at Surathani school ,
Surathani Province. The data was collected by collaborative interview.
Comparative analysis and conclusion were in the form of analytical description.

The result of this study has shown that all schools hold popular ensemble
activities for only one period each week. The rehearsal was held during lunch
break, after school and on the weekend. The eight steps of activities are 1) writing
the project 2) member subscription 3)musician’s and singer’s audition 4) member
meetings 5) setting up a rehearsal schedule 6) playing and singing rehearsal
7) showing and participating in competitions 8) evaluation

On the audition aspect , the schools that have a large number of students
were able to east musicians and singers according to their standard. On the other
hand , the schools that had a small number of students cast the musicians and
singers from students in the musical class and the nominees from the singing
contests. The factors that had an impact on popularity were 1) participating
students had to be gifted and love music 2) the schools provided continuous
support 3) plenty of instuments and supplies 4) talented advisors 5) plenty of time
for rehearsal 6) participation in musical contests.

~ The result of this research has suggested that there should be more study
and research on other types of musical bands for the sake of comparison Moreover,
there should be some studies on the relationship of musicians in popular band and
string combo bands.
