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This study was survey research and its objectives were to study the relationship between predisposing,
enabling and reinforcing factors, and the health care activities for the elderly in the communities, of the chiefs of
health promotion section of community hospitals in the northeastern region of Thailand. The sample group consisted
of one hundred and sixty three chiefs of health promotion who were working in community hospitals. They were
randomly selected b;' simple random sampling. Data were collected in the form of a self administered questionnaire.
SPSS/WIN was used for the data analysis. Along with mean, percentage, range, standard deviation, Pearson ’s

prbduct moment correlation and stepwise multiple regression analysis .

The results of the study showed that 62.0 percent of the chiefs of health promotion had a high level of the
health care activities for the elderly in communities, but policies of the elderly and supportive behaviors of directors,
coworkers, families of elderly were found a low level in 49.7% and 46.0% of the chiefs respectively. Pearson s
product moment correlation coefficient was applied and the results revealed that the most important factors, which
were statistically and significantly related to the health care activities for the elderly in communities, were the
attitude toward elderly, the role perception of the health care activities for the elderly in communities, policy of the
elderly and supportive behavior of directors, coworker, families of elderly(r=0.2439,p-value=0.002, =0.251 19,p-
value<0.00, =0.4571,p-value<0.001, r=0.5527,p-value<0.001 ,respectively). About 35.09 percent of the variance of
the health care activities for the elderly in communities could be significantly predicted by the chiefs of health
promotions of supportive behaviors of directors, coworkers, family of elderly and the role perception of the health

care activities for the elderly.

The results of this study suggested that the board of directors, and the chief of directors, should
emphasize the importance of policy of elderly resources and should develop knowledge to ward chiefs of the health
promotion section. All these factors should be taken into account in the process of planing a program for the health

care activities for the elderly in communities.
