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An analytic cross-sectional study was conducted to explore the direct and indirect
health problem related financial expenditure of patients with diabetes mellitus, and expenditure’s
association with sex, age, income, duration of illness, treatment, control fasting blood glucose
(FBG), complications and right to hospital treatment. The study was conducted in 7 government
hospitals located in 4 regions of Thailand and Bangkok Metropolis, between May and October
1998. The study sample included 500 subjects: 250 patients with diabetes mellitus and 250
subjects in the reference group. Data were obtained by directed interviews with the patients

and/or their relatives, using structured questionnaires.

The average health problem related financial expenditure of patients with diabetes
mellitus was 6,017.50 baht per year, which was significantly higher than that of the reference
group which was 42.20 baht per year (p < 0.001). The association of expenditure and sex,
income, duration of illness, treatment, control FBG, complication and right was explored. After
adjusting for differences in baseline characteristics, the expenditure increased with age and
income. The expenditure also varied according to the type of treatment (tablet : 5,429 baht per
year, insulin : 10,459 baht per year, mix : 10,049 baht per year). The expenditure increased with
FBG. There were no associations between sex, duration of illness, complications and right to

hospital treatment and expenditure (p > 0.05).

The study indicated that the health problem related financial expenditure of diabetes
mellitus patients was 127 times higher than the health problem related expenditure of general
people. This causes economic burden for patients, their families and their communities. These
findings have several implications for the holistic approacl; to treatment. The information shows

causes of economic burdens from disease.
