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The object of this study is to examine the effect of group counseling on
problem-focused coping styles of teacher of children with special needs at Mukdahand
Special Education School. The population of this study was 20 teacher of children
special needs at Mukdahand Special Education School. The subject were divided by
simple random sampling into two groups of 10 subjects : or experiential group and a
contact group. The SPSS/PC program was used for data analysis

Both groups were given a pre-test for problem-focused coping styles.
The experiential group then underwent a counseling program while the control group
did not. Both group were then given a post-test and the results were compared. The
experiential group had a higher mean score in the post-test, but the difference between
the groups pre-test and post-test score was not significant at a level of 0.05.the contact
group showed no difference between pre-test and post-test scores.

The results suggest that the teacher who participated in the counseling
program would be better able to cope with children with special needs.

The study suggest that the counseling program can help teacher of
children with special needs find more appropriate ways of coping. Therefore, any
organizations or departments concerned with children with special needs should make
the counseling program available to their staff. The children with special needs would
the benefit as the teacher and officer would have more knowledge and understanding
of both themselves and the children they work with
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
