Natural resources exploitation and misuse problems cause environmental degradation ,
which bring conflicts to different groups of people in many places. Sub-district Administration
Organizations (SAO) play an important role in dealing with the problems. The aim of this study was to
examine the knowledge, attitude , and participation of SAO members in the conservation of a
limestone mountain in Noen Maprang district , Pitsanuloke province. The study also aims to examine
the factors related to the knowledge, attitude, and participation of the SAO members and to assess their

capability in such conservation.

The data was collected by using a questionnaire given to 124 members of the SAO in the
area and was analyzed by SPSS program using percentage , average , standard deviation , t-test and
one-way ANOVA . Differences were tested by Least Significant Difference method and relationships

of variables were analyzed by Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The results showed that most of the SAO members had moderate knowledge (67.8 %) ,
moderate attitude (75%) and moderate participation (62.1%) . At a confidence level of 0.05 , the SAQ
members with different personal factors had no difference in knowledge , attitude and participation.
Exposure to information through notice board increases knowledge and attitude significantly, whilst
training and taking part in activity raises the participation level significantly at a confidence level of

0.05

Suggestions for natural environment conservation arising from this study are to emphasize
the use of notice boards , to increase knowledge and awareness of the conservation of the limestone
mountain, to organize training , and to encourage SAO members to practice full participation. For the
participation process, this kind of study should be conducted in other areas in other countries,
including an expansion of the physical and biological dimensions of conservation for multi-dimension

information and for diverse knowigige.
