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Primary Health Care was the principle strategy for the communication health
development. It focused on the people participation for the community problem solution.
The guideline for implementation was continuing developed. The objectives of this study
were to study the community primary health care status. The study also included the analyses
of factors affected on the people participation in the primary health care activities. The
evaluation of the people participation level affected on the promotion of primary health care
was already conducted. The appropriate guideline for people participation efficiently in the
promotion of primary health care. The study was divided for comparative study into 3 groups,
according to areas. Group 1 Municipality zone, Group 2 Surrounding Municipality Zone,
Group 3 Outer Zone. Sampling groups for the study were 260 Community headers.
Questionnaire and In-dept interview the related officials. All data were analyzed by using
statistic, percentage, average values, Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation, and Stepwise
Multiple Regression.

From the results of study, it was found that all 3 sampling groups mostly were
male and finished the Primary Level of education. They normally received health information
1-2 times a month. They had knowledge of primary health care rather high, especially
samples in group 1. Attitude to the health official’s implementation in the community was
The people participation in the primary health care activities was also moderate. Most
samples participated in the activities by invitation. Where as the participation by its
usefulness came second. Factors affected on the people participation in the primary health
care activities showed that, Group 1 number of members in household had positive
correlation statistically significant (P<. 05) to the people participation in the primary health
care activities. Group 2 had attitude to the health official’s implementation in the community
showed its positive correlation statistically significant (P<. 05) to the people participation in
the primary health care activities. However, knowledge of the primary health care showed its
positive correlation statistically significant (P<. 05) to the people participation in the primary
health care activities.

Therefore, the people participation promotions in the primary health care activities
should have conception for the people participation, public relation to people correctly
understanding the government’s policy and development aspects, and promotion of various
groups play a role in the appropriate participation.
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
