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The purpose of this research was to investigate attitudes of administrators
and teachers on the use of Computer Assisted Instruction in teaching and learning
English in the Catholic schools under the supervision of the Bangkok Archdiocese.

The subjects of the study were 283 administrators and 201 teachers of
English from 36 Catholic schools. All of them were currently working in the 1999
academic year. The research instruments comprised two sets of questionnaires which
were both check-lists and open-ended questions. The statistic devices employed in the
present study were percentage, mean, and standard deviation (SD), which were
applied to analyze the data obtained. All statistical calculations were computed via
SPSS for Windows release 9.05.

The results indicate that administrators and teachers agreed in their support
for using Computer Assisted Instruction in the teaching and learning of English,
which related to the policy of the Ministry of Education. The problems in using
Computer Assisted Instruction in the Catholic schools under the supervision of the
Bangkok Archdiocese were: a lot of administrators’ and teachers’ misunderstanding
about Computer Assisted Instruction’s nature and its attitudes, lack of sufficient
budget, lack of experts to help develop Computer Assisted Instruction lessons and a
need for support from the government. All the informants recommended that budget
allocation should be solved and properly planned and the experts to develop
Computer Assisted Instruction lessons should be prepared.

In conclusion, results of the study for using Computer Assisted Instruction in
teaching and learning are: Computer Assisted Instruction seminars/training should be
arranged for manpower development. The training should include contents on the
nature of Computer Assisted Instruction, and its integration into language classes.
Moreover, there should be support from the government and administrators in terms
of budget, opportunities to get more information on Computer Assisted Instruction
and cooperation from the computer center of each school.
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
