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The main objective of this cross — sectional survey is to determine sexual risk behavior and
factors influencing sexual risk behavior of secondary school students .

The PRECEDE ~ PROCEED Model was applied to design the conceptual framework . Four
hundred and fifty secondary school students selected by using Multi Stage Sampling were included in
the study . Data were collected from those students attending the class by using questionnaires .
Frequency distribution , arithmetic mean , standard deviation , Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation ,
Chi — square , Multiway Analysis of Variance and Multiple Classification Analysis were applied to
analyze the data .

Results of the study showed that predisposing factors such as gender , money received
for daily expenditure, level of secondary education , academic achievement and value could have
a significant influence sexual risk behavior. Enabling factors such as residential area, source of
sexual arousing media, entertainment accessibility around school and residential areas could
significantly influence sexual risk behavior . Among reinforcing factors, following persuasion
from friend and exposure to sexual information from mass media could significantly influence
sexual risk behavior. Also , results from Multiple Classification Analysis indicated that
reinforcing factors were the best predictor which could predict 26.3 percent of the variation in
sexual risk behavior . Moreover , 25.3 percent and 13.0 percent of the variation in sexual risk
behavior could be predicted by predisposing and enabling factors respectively . In addition , it

was found that sexual risk behavior had a significant relationship with sexual behavior.

This study, recommends that the new social organization programs such as zoning
arrangements should be introduced to control entertainment areas near secondary schools . Also,
the secondary school students should not be allowed to attend the entertainment areas .Moreover,
student health leaders should be promoted and combined with social networks to educate their
friends about sex education and to enhance appropriate values and behavior .
