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The purpose of this research is to be knowledgeable about appropriate plea
bargaining for Thailand through a study of plea bargaining as practiced in other
countries. A survey of the opinions of 20 experts and qualified persons in the field of
judicial management was carried out using the Delphi Technique to obtain an appropriate

plea bargaining for the system of law and the condition of society in Thailand.

The result of the research established that the appropriate plea bargaining for
Thailand is initiated by a panel of two or more prosecutors listening to the opinion and
details of the case from the investigating officer, the opinion and claim of the victim(s).
The pained then uses discretion in negotiating with the accused or defendant or the
defence counsel. After the accused or defendant pleads guilty voluntarily, according to
the charges that the public prosecutor deems appropriate, the guilty plea is submitted to
the judge for sentencing. Should the judge deem the evidence to be insufficient,
preliminary hearings or inquiries may be held for clearer evidence. The judge will
determine the appropriateness of the plea and has the authority to accept the plea and
pass sentence accordingly or to reject the plea if deemed inappropriate and unjust and

orders the case returned to the normal procedure.
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
