CHARACTERISTICS OF FEMALE SEXUAL DYSFUNCTION
WHO NEEDED COUNSELING
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ABSTRACT

It has recently been estimated that at least half of all married couples experience
some type of sexual dissatisfaction or dysfunction. In as much as sexual satisfaction is
intimately related to marital and personal happiness, the widespread occurrence of sexual
problems suggest an awesome toll in human suffering.  The objectives of this study were to
analyes the demographic and psychological characteristics of 100 females with sexual
dysfunction who needed counseling in Phamonghutklao Hospital by interview. Descriptive
and analytic statistics were used for data analysis.

The results were as follows :

There were 100 female with sexual dysfuction who needed counseling. The mean
age was 37.8 years. Their husbands had mean age 41.4 years. Ninety - three percent had
married couple. Ninety- four percent had first marriage with the mean duration 11.9 years.

Fourty- four percent more than two living children. Fourty-four percent were government



service as well as their husbands was government service 39.0%. The average family income
was 34,628 bath/month. The mean of education level was 14.5 years as well as their
husband' s education level was mean 15.1 years.

Psychological characteristics: 45.0% had lack of sexual relation, 35.0% fear about
sex and 89.0% unsatisfied about sex. 45.0% had anxiety about sex. 30.0% had psychological
illness, 31.0% had family conflict and 27.0% had negative sexual experienced.

About sexual dysfunction : 34.0% had sexual desire imbalancd  29.0% no
sexual desire, 26.0% decreased sexual desire, 23.0% dyspareunia and 19.0% anorgasm.
Only 2.2% had increased sexual desire.

The One-Way Analysis of Variance and t-test were used for mean difference of
demographic characteristics and sexual dysfunction had significance about husband age
and husband education. 'Signiﬁcanec at Ol = .04 and .01.

Analysis of psychological characteristics and sexual dysfuction : sexual unsa-
tifaction had significance at Ol < .01.
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
