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This research was aimed at studying the attitudes of the second lower
secondary Dramatic Arts College students toward music theory course in the aspects
of content, learning and teaching process, reinforcement of the class environment and
the value of the subject for which the attitudes were compared among the majors and
various colleges. The sampled group was drawn from the 12 Dramatic Arts Colleges,
totaling 664 students. The tool used in the research was the questionnaire designed by
the researcher asking about the personal status of the respondents and the attitude of
the student. The data were analyzed using the SPSS/PC+ computer program for the .
percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, one-way variance, and Newman
Kuels Method pair-averaging.

The research found that most of the students in all Dramatic Arts Colleges and
majors possessed a good attitudes toward the content, teaching and learning process,
reinforcement of the class environment and the value of the subject. For the
comparison of the attitudes toward music theory course of the second lower secondary
students in all 12 colleges and 6 majors, the research found a difference with the
significance level of 0.05. ‘

From this research, it could be suggested that the present study should be
carried on further for different levels and institutions, perhaps employing qualitative
techniques for data collection with the aim of finding ways to improve the
effectiveness of the teaching as a whole.
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
