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This study investigates the state and problems of teaching music subjects from an
elective subjects area at the upper secondary education level, under the jurisdiction of The
Department of General Education, Bangkok.

The subjects in the study were 120 Bangkok music teachers from 120 schools in
Bangkok, The instruments used to collect data were tests with rating scale and open — ended
test There were 102 returned. There results were analyzed using spss to find the Percentage,
Mean and Standard Deviation.

The results of the study revealed that music teachers reported a rather high level
teaching of in curriculum, contents, instructions, media and evaluations when considering
the whole study. The media of teaching was reported to be at a medium level. In addition,
The teachers reported a medium level of problems in teaching music regarding curriculum,
contents, instructions, media, and evaluation. In terms of recommendations, most music
Teachers reported the need for curriculum seminars, more music text books and more time
for music classes.
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
