The purposes of this research were to study the status of music teaching in elementary
schools in Tambol Bangpluang and to analyze the factors which affected music teaching .
The research method utilized in this research was a qualitative research method to gather the data
and to analysis data. The researcher interviewed one advisor, 7 administrators, 38 teathers,

and 453 primary level students in july, 2000.

The result of this research found that the status of music teaching in elementary
schools in Tambol Bangpluang concerning to teaching music literature,evaluation of music
literature, teaching skill, ,evaluation of and the music skill evaluation of the objectives of the
curriculum, portfolio, music equipment and music materials had problems. These problems were
affected by the ideas and policy of the Office of The National Elementary School Commission
concerning music instruction in elementary schools in Tambol Bangpluang, the administrative
system and the music teachers. From the results of this research, the following problem solving
approaches divided into 2 periods; are proposed:

Short term period approach : should involve the purchase of music equipment and
music materials in accordance with the teachers’ capability, creation of music document, for
distribution, continous training in music curriculum and music teachers’ association.

Long term period approach : should involve changes in the philosophy from music
teaching with entertainment into music teaching with intelligent development, music content
teaching, recruitment music teachers, and establishment of standards of music equipment and

materials.
