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Teamwork skills are important for nurses who have to work with other health
care teams. The objectives of this study were to examine the effectiveness of a
cooperative learning program in developing nursing students’ teamwork roles and
their learning behaviors. The study was a quasi-experimental study with one-group
pretest-posttest design. The population of the study was ninety-nine senior nursing
students at a Nursing College in the North-Eastern region of Thailand. Thirty samples
were randomly selected by using stratified selection to participate in the program. The
instruments used in this study were a teamwork roles assessment form and an
assessment form of development of students’ learning behaviors and teamwork roles.
Percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and paired t-test were performed to

analyze the data.

The findings are summarized as follows:
1. Nursing students developed their learning behaviors in two ways: through
academic achievement, and by the improvement of their relationships with fellow

students.

2. The mean scores of teamwork roles in nursing students after the program
were significantly higher than those before the program at the level of .001
3. The nursing students suggested implementation of the program with

other nursing students, and other courses.

As a result, it was recommended that the program should be implemented to

enhance nursing students’ teamwork roles.
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
