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The objective of this research is to study the validity of the Wechsler
Abbreviated Scale of Intelligence-Thai version (WASI-T) in Bangkok secondary
school students.

The size of the sample was 420 students(210 boys and 210 girls), ranging in
age from 12 to 17 years old and studying in Wat Intaram School, Rajabhat Institute
Bansomdejchoapraya Demonstration School, Yothin Burana School. and Rachawinit
School. The criterion related validity studied by correlating four WASI-T subtests
and GPA and factor analysis was analyzed for the construct validity. The reliability
was calculated by the Split-half (odd-even) and Cronbach’s Alpha method.

The results of this study indicated that the intercorrelation coefticient
between raw scores subtests of WASI-T and GPA correlated at the mild level. There
were significant differences in the means score between WASI-T and WASI in
almost all subtests. The factor analysis of all WASI-T subtests found the general
factor. Analyzing each subtest showed that the factor of each subtest correlated with
the measurement of each scale. There were high reliability coefficients. When
comparing gender, there were significant differences in Block Design, Matrix
Reasoning, Performance part, and Full scale raw scores four subtests in which boys
scored higher. Therefore, in general ability, there was difference in WASI-T.
Moreover, it found that the intellectual function increases with age.

The results of this study suggested that WASI-T has a validity and reliability
to measuring the general ability of secondary school students in Bangkok. However,
it cannot yield into Verbal and Performance like the original WASI . this might be
due to the small sample size. Therefore, future research should use the
standardization sample that could represent the children population.
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
