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The objectives of this study were to investigate relationships between
offenders against the Narcotic Act among female juveniles at Ban Pranee Training
Center, and secondly to investigate relationships between social and economic
background and offences against the Narcotic Act and offences against property by
female juveniles in Ban Pranee Training Center. The ample was 211 female
juveniles who had offended against the Narcotic Act and against property and who
were trained at Ban Pranee Training Center. A questionnaire was used for
collection of data. Data was analysed using, percentage, mean, Analysis of
Variance (ANOVA) and Multiple Classification Analysis (MCA). The results were
as follows:

1. Most of the offenders were between 16 and 17 years of age, had primary
education, lived in Bangkok, and were unemployed and had no income. They were
single with 3-4 kin, occasionally quarreled with relations, resided in private houses,
had kin and friends who were offenders, and associated with friends who strayed
from home.

2. Factors relating to offences against the Narcotic Act, were prior offences
involving, cocaine, and amphetamine use and one offence against property. The
samples had groups of friends of over 7 persons, had relatives who had offended
against the Narcotic Act, and learned techniques from friends desire to experiment
was the cause of drug use and higher monetary returns than other careers was the
reason for selling drugs.

3. Factors relating to offences against property: the samples had offended .
against property, but neve been guilty of purse snatching, vandalism, or robbery.

4. Factors relating to social and economic background and factors relating
to offences against property were accusations of offending against the Narcotic
Act, possession of drugs, leisure activities and family situation.

It is recommended that there should be better promotion of prevention and
correction concerning problems relating to narcotics, knowledge of narcotics,
organization of activities to prevent narcotic problems such as games and
competitions. Young people should be encouraged to use their time usefully and to
never become involve in offences regarding narcotics and property.
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
