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The objectives of the study were to inspect the causes and conditions,

including the way of life atrecting being prostitutes, of grd prostitutes. The subjects

studied were 8 former girl prostitutes, under tle care of the Center for the Children's

Rights. The study was done through qualitative research, by using interview

schedules. The results ofthe study are summarized as follows:

The significant facton that were the drives of the children going into

prostitution were the failures of the family institutions; being misled towards

prostitution cycles; one-way communication and information receiving towards

prosecutions; active stategy of the community prostitution agent processes;

acceptance of community afiitudes concerning prostitution c&eers; the weakness of
commurities' institutions; need for economic status through imitation; deficiency of
social learning process; roles of education and value recognition; awareness of self

esteem and value recognition; uprising of the prostitution careers; confrrsion of norms

conceming sexuality; and the thoughts concerning modern materialism.

Recommendations of the author:

1. The society must be concerned about the significance and benefit of the

appropriation of Thai customs, taditions and cultural values.

2. The state must have social policy and ma:rimum law enforcement on the

prostitution problems.

3. Although prostitution may not be entirely exterminated from the society, the

state must contol this profession, according to the presen! actual social phenomenon.
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
